There are seven scheduled Masses each week at Ol
Lady of the Rosary Parish. Four are weekday Masses
at 8:30AM Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday.

NEEDED
We have completed a review of accepting creditsard
by the parish. The two primary uses are to purchase
Pro Shopper gift cards and to make contributions to
the parish. The few parishioners’ taking advantaige
this option does not warrant the cost of providinig
service. With the exception of the Christmas season
when our costs are 7.5% of the transaction, the
average cost has been closer to 18-21% of the
transaction. These hidden costs come from hidden
bank fees and equipment rental.

Out of every $100 contributed we only keep $80;
additionally, we are loosing money on the Pro
Shopper transactions.

Through research we have discovered that parishes
under 1,000 families, generally don’t generate the
$4000 needed each month to offset the hidden fees.
In order to be good stewards of your generosity,
starting July I we can no longer accept credit cards
as an option. We apologize for any inconveniente th
might cause.
