There are seven scheduled Masses each week at Our 
Lady of the Rosary Parish. Four are weekday Masses 
at 8:30AM Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday. 
Three are weekend liturgies celebrated on Saturday 
and Sunday. Each of these Masses is celebrated for a 
specific intention. One of the weekend Masses is 
offered each week for the “Intentions of Parish 
Members”. That leaves six Masses for which an 
intention or a request for prayer is available. 
Appropriate intentions include – birthdays, 
anniversaries, special occasions, memorials for those 
passed, special requests, prayers for the deceased, 
prayers for the living, special causes, etc. These 
intentions can be assigned to a Mass. Once assigned, 
the intention is remembered at that Mass and listed in 
the weekly bulletin. It is customary that a stipend be 
paid when the intention is scheduled and/or 
registered. The official stipend in the Archdiocese of 
Cincinnati is five dollars, ($5.00). The scheduling of 
Mass intentions can be handled through Karen 

Talmage in the Parish Activity Center (PAC).
